Tallinn Airport reconstruction projects

Tallinn Airport Ltd is currently carrying out 2 reconstruction projects in the total sum of 74 million EUR. The construction works of the projects are co-financed by the EU Cohesion Fund and Talinn Airport Ltd.  

Project 1. Rehabilitation of Tallinn Airport Airside Area
The main objectives of the Airside rehabilitation project are to ensure adequate flight safety and environmentally safe aircraft operation and service.

Rehabilitation of Tallinn Airport Airside Area includes upgrading of the airside area to international level according to the requirements of the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) and European Civil Aviation Conference (ECAC), as well as improvement of environmental conditions at Tallinn Airport.

The construction works will include:

1. Extension and renewing of apron - asphalt and concrete pavements 245 000 m²; 
2. Extension of taxiway ca 1 200 m;

3. Construction of a new fire exercise area ca 5 000 m²;

4. Installation of temperature sensors at the runway;

5. Reduction of water pollution by installation of modern dewatering system, pretreatment plant and monitoring station.

Construction works contract was signed on 23rd of August 2006 between Tallinn Airport Ltd. and the Consortium of Ltd. Talter, Lemminkäinen Ltd., Ltd. Eesti Ehitus, Ltd. Aspi and Ltd. Teede REV-2. Engineering service for supervision of the construction works is provided by the Consortium of Ramboll Finland Ltd, Estonian Road Construction Ltd. (AS Teede Tehnokeskus) and Telora-E Ltd.

The project is scheduled to be completed in Summer 2008.  The works are currently in phase I which in a larger scale mean the construction of the first part of the new apron area and crossroad near the passenger terminal, the construction of the water treatment plant and monitoring station and the installation of all related communications. Construction of the taxiway extension will start in February 2007. 

Project 2. Upgrading the Tallinn Airport Passenger Terminal
The project targets the need for meeting additional safety and security requirements as well as the need for creating additional terminal capacity and complying with Schengen requirements. The extensions to the present terminal will include the following works:

1. The additional area to be constructed is around 17 000 m²;  

2. Terminal building will have extensions to the South, North and East. The major extension will be the pier perpendicular to existing building for boarding lounges and gates;

3. Part of the pier will provide “two level traffic” for international passengers and will enable to separate the EU and Schengen passengers;

4. The new terminal pier will be equipped with 9 boarding bridges;

5. The extensions of both ends will provide enlarged space for the check-in and luggage delivery areas

​6. The existing specific equipment and networks (Flight Information Display System, Access Control, CCTV, Public Address, Time Distribution) will be extended and upgraded in the new premises;

7. The existing technical equipment and networks (power supply, HVAC, telephone, fire detection, water supply and treatment) will be upgraded to include the new facilities and areas requirements.

The project also includes construction of veterinary and phyto-sanitary Border Inspection Point (BIP), as required by the European standards, to be located in the vicinity of the existing cargo building. 

Construction works contract was signed on 25th of September 2006 between Tallinn Airport Ltd. and Estonian contractor Skanska EMV Ltd. Engineering service for supervision of the construction works are provided by the Consortium of Telora-E Ltd and Ramboll Finland Ltd.

The project is scheduled to be completed in Summer 2008. Provided that Estonia joins Schengen before the final completion of the passenger terminal project, necessary measures will be taken to ensure the compliance with Schengen requirements within the current passenger terminal.

Passenger terminal works are currently in Phase I which includes the necessary demolition works and the construction of the pier as well as the south end of the terminal.

Both of the projects are carried out in different phases to guarantee uninterrupted airport operations.
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
